every believer and divinely apportioned, to be used to minister God’s grace to

 No (Cessationism) – Certain miraculous sign gifts were only given for 

the foundation of the first church as an authentication of the Apostle’s 

message and their usage ceased in the church when the Apostles died 

and Scripture was complete.

Handling this discussion well: 

 

 

 

 

 Open, but cautious. 

 

 While God can and does give all gifts, many of the sign gifts such 

as tongues or healings are human induced or contrived. We must 

be careful to test their purpose and practice with scripture. 

 

Where Do I Go From Here? 

1. Study the lists of gifts found in the Word. 

2. Try - Start serving and try different ministries - See where there is joy 

(not ease) and fruit. 

3. Assess (Analyze) - Use an assessment as a beginning idea sheet, not as 

an absolute answer. 

4. Request Responses from Others – Ask others who serve with you
